O
interesse em pesquisar este tema aconteceu durante minha experi�ncia como psic�loga cl�nica. Lembro-me do dia em que uma
adolescente chegou ao consult�rio queixando-se de que n�o conseguia mais comer por vontade pr�pria e s� o fazia quando sua
m�e a alimentava com "papas" de beb�. No decorrer da sua hist�ria percebi como o v�nculo constru�do na rela��o daquela dupla
estava permeado de conte�dos indiferenciados, nos quais m�e e filha n�o podiam separar-se, as mentes se fundiam, uma dependia
da outra para pensar e existir, uma vez que a m�e tamb�m estava se alimentado da mesma "papa" que a filha. A partir deste
momento, senti necessidade de aprofundar meus estudos sobre esse quadro e o v�nculo estabelecido na rela��o m�e e filha
considerando o alimento e o ato de alimentar como o primeiro elo afetivo entre esses dois personagens. Ent�o, iniciei minhas
atividades como psic�loga volunt�ria no Grupo de Assist�ncia em Transtornos Alimentares do Hospital das Cl�nicas da Faculdade
de Medicina de Ribeir�o Preto da Universidade de S�o Paulo (GRATA-HCFMRP-USP). Foi um per�odo de muito estudo e
desenvolvimento de recursos para ouvir, conter e pensar as ang�stias que emergiam nos profissionais da equipe, nos familiares e nos
pacientes diante de um fen�meno t�o complexo e grave e que, a qualquer momento, poderia levar esses pacientes � morte. Foi na
escuta atenda das hist�rias trazidas por familiares, especialmente as m�es, que pude perceber que a indiferencia��o entre m�e e
filha era algo muito presente nestas hist�rias. Elas guardavam em segredo conte�dos significativos relacionados �s pr�prias
experi�ncias com a alimenta��o. Eis que surgiu a quest�o: "A quem pertence a hist�ria da Anorexia Nervosa?". Quest�o esta
permeou todo o desenvolvimento da pesquisa da disserta��o.
